1. The Regional Committees shall arrange for verification of documents, inspection of these premises and
check adherence to these conditions by 20 Feb, 2016. If it is found by the Regional Committee that the

institution fails to comply with these requirements, the institutions shall not be permitted to admit
students for the academic year 2016-2017.

V. In case any existing institution's matter is sub-judice under court direction/SCN under section 17 of the
NCTE Act/Complaint etc., the institution shall be required to submit a copy of the Hon'ble Court
order/reply to SCN/complaint/aIready submitted alongwith the documents, if any together the documents
referred above.

g) Facilities added during the last quarter;

h)  Number of books in the library, journals subscribed to and additions, if any, in the last quarter,;
i) The affidavit with enclosure submitted along with application.

j)  The institution shall be free to post additional relevant information. if it so desires.

k

) Any false or incomplete information on website shall render the institution liable for withdrawal of
recognition.

If institution contravenes any of the above conditions or the provision of the NCTE Act, Rules,
Regulations and orders made and issued there under, the institution will render itself liable to adverse action

including withdrawal of recognition by the Regional Committee under the provisions of Section 17(1) of the NCTE
Act 1993.
